The 4-star Diplomat Hotel Prague is one of the largest hotels in Prague, and is renowned for its excellent conference and business facilities.  It was opened in 1990 and newly renovated in 2007. 

The superior rooms reserved for Ibicus participants are exclusively appointed and feature air conditioning, satellite TV (including three HBO channels for free) with a large flat screen, DVD player, mini-bar, hairdryer, direct-dial telephone, in-room safe, international electrical outlets for 110 V and 220 V, data port connection, answering machine and coffee/tea-making facilities.  
These are priced at 87 Euros per night (single or double occupancy) incl. VAT, FULL buffet breakfast and internet connection.
The Diplomat is ideally positioned for ease of access from the airport (take the 119 airport bus straight to the hotel) and the Metro which is directly outside the hotel steps, so perfect for combining a sight-seeing trip with your workshop.
Additionally, buses 161, 254 and 312 run directly and regularly from the hotel to the International School, Prague and take 15-20 minutes.  Please make sure you validate any public transport tickets at the start of your first journey!

Prague is the capital and largest city of the Czech Republic.  

Situated on the River Vltava in central Bohemia, Prague has been the political, cultural, and economic centre of the Czech state for more than 1100 years. The city proper is home to more than 1.2 million people, while its metropolitan area is estimated to have a population of over 1.9 million. 

Since 1992, the extensive historic centre of Prague has been included in the Prague is also know as "the mother of cities" the "city of a hundred spires" and "the golden city."

The International School, Prague TC "The International School, Prague" \f C \l "1" 
The International School of Prague is an independent school affiliated with CEESA, the Central and Eastern European Schools Association. With open enrollment, the school's PreK-12 population is about 700 students and 100 educators, truly international in that more than 60 nationalities are in the building on any given day. 

 

Established in 1948 out of the American Embassy in the Mala Strana area of Prague, ISP steadily grew into the need for larger school facilities and settled on the forested village of Nebusice, in Northwest Prague, where the present campus has been in action since 1997.  The school has recently celebrated its 60th anniversary, with a grand garden party filling its double football pitch. Alumni relations are strong through a viable development office and the unified sense of community can be seen in dozens of events each year, including cabarets, galas, outreach conferences, charity causes.  The school's updated mission statement has had input from all members of its community, endorsing the key theme that ISP "inspires learners for life."

 

Academic programs at ISP include active implementation of the Understanding By Design philosophy and a conscious effort to encourage balanced develop in all learning activities, including extracurriculars.  While ISP retains a relationship to College Board and other aptitude testing agencies, the curricular direction is ultimately guided by the IB Diploma Programme, certified in 1997. Upper School students over the years have largely opted for the full diploma (at 70%), though all graduates complete at least a certificate in English A1 or A2. Each Group of the IB hexagon has about three course options for ISP students, and students have ample opportunity to try elective courses and extracurriculars.

 

ISP's "Fund for Education" has been an outstanding program that seeks to further educational opportunities for schools in the Czech Republic, scholarships and bursary funding, 'centers for excellence' in the invitation of authors, artists, astronauts and many other inspirational speakers. ISP welcomes the chance to host 'best practice' educational conferences and workshops, and the school appreciates collegial exchange and the ideas that enrich learning.

From the Airport to the City Centre
Ruzyne is the International Airport for Prague and is situated about 20km north from the city. The journey between the two should take roughly 30 minutes to an hour, depending on the mode of transport you've chosen. City and transport maps are available at the airport's Tourist Information Centre.

The quickest way of making the journey is by taxi, but these can vary hugely in price although the yellow AAA taxis are quite reliable and reasonable. 


Public Transport

When you exit customs, you should see the tourist desk offering information on public transport to the city and you can buy all your public transport tickets there.  The cheapest option of all is to catch the 119 bus from the airport terminal to Dejvicka subway station (right outside the Diplomat Hotel), from where you can speed into the city centre (using line A.)
**Please make sure you validate any public transport tickets at the start of your first journey!**

A 24 hour public transport ticket covering buses, trains and trams currently costs 100 CZK (about £3.)
From the Airport to the ISP

If you don’t want to take a taxi direct to the school, a fairly easy journey is to take the airport bus to the Dejvicka subway station (as above) and then change buses to take either the 161, 254 or 312 buses to the International School.  This second journey should take no more than 15-20 minutes.
There will be signs showing where to enter the school.
Useful things to know when you get here TC "Useful things to know when you get here" \f C \l "1" :-

Parking

If you are arriving by car, please park in one of the school car parks – the security attendant on the gate will direct you. 

Where to eat / make enquiries

The foyer area outside the Landau Theatre will be the admin centre for the courses and the reception desk will be manned while the workshop is running. 

All refreshments, lunches and dinner are in the dining room but there will be plenty of signs to direct you on the first day.
Email and Internet use

You are most welcome to use the school network while you are at the ISP and login instructions will be given on arrival.

The whole school is a WiFi area and welcomes MAC or MS Office users.

 Terms and Conditions TC "Terms and Conditions" \f C \l "1" 
Here are the conditions of the agreement between your school or company (“You”) and Ibicus International Ltd (company registration no 4932435) and/or Ibicus UK Ltd (company registration no 5402516), hereafter referred to as Ibicus (or “We/us”).  Ibicus runs educational courses and does not own schools, transportation or accommodation.

Our Intention

We are in business to provide the highest-quality teaching and training of IB-related subjects at the lowest costs, at the most convenient times and locations for the greatest number of people.

Our Method

We try to put together events which make this happen and to make it work we need firm bookings for each subject on a course to ensure our costs are covered. When a course has had the minimum number of bookings paid in full, we can confirm that that course will run. Depending on the venue costs, the minimum number varies from 5-8 bookings, and we will let you know when the course is confirmed to run as soon as we know ourselves. We want to run all our courses, but sometimes it just isn’t feasible.

Our Agreement

This is legally binding and governed by English Law once signed and accepted by us with your payment or booking form. If you apply electronically or by phone, it is binding in the same way. The raising of an invoice or pro-forma invoice indicates acceptance of your booking by Ibicus and your acceptance of our Terms and Conditions

Enrolment

We agree to provide you or your proposed teacher with tuition, food and drink (and accommodation, if residential) as described in our website or email. You agree to send us a completed application form or email nomination and the full amount due, which is non-returnable unless we have to cancel the course.

Payment

Our payment terms are stated on our pro-forma invoice, and due amounts must be paid on time, and in full, and at least 30 days prior to the course start date. Bookings made within 30 days of course’s start date will require payment with the booking. Please make sure you pay the bank charges for transferring money, so we receive the full due amount.
If you make changes to your booking
We shall do our best to accommodate any changes that you wish to make, such as candidate name or subject, but we will charge a £50 fee per change for the administration of the change. This will be invoiced and due for immediate payment. 

If we make changes to your booking

If we have to change a course, we shall inform you immediately and offer you an alternative or a full refund of fees paid for that course.

Cancellation by us

Any of our courses may be cancelled if sufficient bookings are not received (and paid for) at least 2 weeks prior to the course starting.  If we cancel any courses or part of a course, you are entitled to a full refund of all net payments received by us.

Cancellation by you

If you decide to cancel the booking or part of a booking for whatever reason, you must tell us in writing or by email. We retain the course fees, but you may nominate an alternative candidate. Full payment of the course fees is still due, whether a substitute teacher or course is accepted by you or not.

Limit to Liability

We strongly recommend that you buy insurance to cover the cancellation by us of a course. We are not responsible for any costs associated with flight or travel cancellations, so recommend that only refundable flights are booked prior to confirmation of a course.

In the event that a course is cancelled because of insufficient bookings, we offer a full refund of the relevant net fee received.

If an event beyond our control occurs, such as a leader being ill or unable to lead a course, or the venue is not available for whatever reason, then we shall try to run the course with a substitute leader or venue. If that is not possible, a full refund of the course fee will be due to you, but no consequential or additional costs will be paid.

Copyright

Everyone who attends an Ibicus event may have their photograph taken during the event and these photographs may be used by Ibicus in promotional material or as website images, unless an individual gives us written notice before the event of their wish not to be photographed. At no time will the identity of the person in a photograph be available without the prior consent of that individual.
